Dear Fellow Parishioner
Our parish is about to make a decision that could result in our greatest impact on the parish and the larger community in the last hundred years:  To erect an $18 million, five-story, 160 person dormitory in the place of Williams and Hodgkins Halls.  This decision concerns the next ninety years of St. Mark’s. 
The Redevelopment Committee has worked long, hard, and well to produce its best option for redevelopment.  The proposal is expected shortly to be in its final form, ready for approval. 
We believe it will serve the parish community best, both now in and the future, if this crucial and far-reaching decision is informed by as wide participation as possible. 
Therefore, we are introducing into the Annual General Meeting of Sunday, January 25, the following resolution:
Be it resolved that the Rector be requested to call a special meeting of the parish (prior to final vestry action on redevelopment) at which the final redevelopment proposal is presented and discussed, and a written ballot conducted giving each parishioner the opportunity to express their opinion in favor, or not in favor, of redevelopment at this time.
