Some Unanswered Questions Concerning Redevelopment

Money
• What if the Montessori School and Woolly Mammoth leave for more secure rentals, and then Hudson McDonald exercises its right ("for any reason whatsoever") not to proceed?
• Where does the parish get $273,000 for replacement of heating and other utilities?
• Is there an amount that Hudson McDonald is agreeing to spend on building the "Community Facility"?
• How will late 21st century parishioners feel about leasing their land for an amount covering less than ten percent of their parish budget?
• What are the likely sources of financing this $18 million project?
Facilities
• What condition will a student dormitory be in after 85 years?
• Why couldn’t two four-stall "concert bathrooms" be built within the present Hodgkin Hall by expanding into the storage room/"bride’s room?"
• Do the needs of the world permit us to demolish a twenty year old building whose kitchen we find insufficiently "modern?"
• Demolition is irreversible. But is it "now or never" for redevelopment?
• How large will a five-story dormitory (almost as tall as the top of St. Mark’s bell tower) loom?  How will it feel?
 Larger Impact
• What will be the effect upon global climate, and on us, from our putting some two thousand tons of greenhouse gas into the atmosphere through the demolition and construction?
• What will happen to the Montessori School with its 65 students and to Woolly Mammoth pre-school?
• What are the feelings of the Hodgkin (the honoree) and the Johnston (the donor) families about the demolition of Hodgkin Hall after twenty years?
• To whom might the ground lease later be transferred?
Mission
• Will the 160 person dormitory promote the spiritual life of its residents as well as housing them?
• How many of the students currently living at Canterbury House worship at St. Mark’s?
• Does this project help promote an ecology and economy that produces the goods and services people need using as few resources as possible?
• What proportion of St. Mark’s parishioners are enthusiastic about the proposed redevelopment?
• Are we doing all we can to discern God’s will for St. Mark’s?  Or are we doing too much?
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
